How This Works:
1.	 Identify your F.R.A.N. list
2.	 B.L.E.S.S. your F.R.A.N. list

	� Begin. Pray for your list daily. Spend at least 5 minutes a 
day praying over your list and your community.

	� Listen. Talk to your neighbors. Listen to their stories.
	� Eat. Share a meal, coffee, or conversation.
	� Serve. Try to meet their practical needs.
	� Share. Share your personal testimony and invite them to 

church.
3.	 Share. Encourage others by taking time to share new 

neighbor connections, prayer requests, outreach 
opportunities, and stories of answered prayer with other 
church members.
